TOPIC: Modeling the climate impact on marine plankton dynamics during interglacials.

BACKGROUND: The project aims to quantify the climate-induced variability of marine phytoplankton productivity and carbon export relevant for paleo proxy reconstructions and the global carbon cycle during warm climate intervals. A complex marine biogeochemical model will be applied in combination with an Atmosphere Ocean General Circulation Model (AOGCM) for the present and last interglacial period. Model results will be compared with paleo data.
REQUIREMENTS: We are seeking a candidate with a PhD in oceanography, physics, geosciences or a related field. Strong experience in marine biogeochemistry, numerical modeling and model-data comparison is required as well as excellent oral and written communication skills in English. Interest and ability to work independently but team-oriented in a young, international research group is expected.
SALARY: The position is for 18 months and the salary corresponds to the level of TV-L E13 of the German public service salary scale.
